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A Batting Comparison of Quilter’s

Dream and The Warm Company

These are the two types of batting that we use here at
Village Stitchery. Quilter’'s Dream and The Warm
Company both make high-quality quilt battings, but they
differ in feel, fiber options, and how they behave during
quilting and washing. Quilter’s Dream Request and
Select are generally softer with more drape and a wider
specialty line, while The Warm Company battings tend to
feel denser with a slightly flatter look that many quilters
like for utility quilts. My personal favorite uses are table
runners and pot holders (I use 4 layers for potholders
because | choose not to use Insul-Bright in case | should
accidentally put it in the microwave). (continued)
